This course explores the ordinary and extraordinary lives of 
self-cultivation pursued by Buddhist practitioners (teachers 
and students) from the beginnings of Buddhism to the pre-
sent.  A central theme will be to test the Buddhist concept 
“manifesting a body to speak the Dharma”—the integration 
and personifi cation of the principles within and through the 
daily life of the practitioner. This ideal of fusing theory and 
practice, gnosis and praxis, lies at the heart of the Buddhist 
soteriological methodology; it constitutes the key element 
Buddhism’s orthopraxic approach to spiritual realization. 
We will read the biographies and autobiographies of selected 
monks and nuns against the backdrop of the core teachings of 
Buddhist philosophy to analyze how they struggled to interpret 
and integrate the teachings into their “walking of the Way.” 
The class includes a pragmatic ‘laboratory’ experience in self-
cultivation centered on a 7-day contemplative retreat at CTTB. 
Classes will continue during the retreat providing in-depth 
exploration of primary texts as pragmatic guides to practice 
and catalysts for personal insight.

Speaking, Listening, Reading, and Writing- Students learn 
vowel sounds from letter combinations oo, ou, aw, oi, and their 
variant spellings. They also learn the different sounds that can 
be represented by the same consonant symbol, plus spellings 
for consonant sounds that may be spelled in more than one 
way. Word analysis skills are strengthened and practice is given 
to increase reading speed. Comprehension skills emphasized 
include making inferences, identifying cause and effect, drawing 

conclusions, and understanding the mood and atmosphere 
of a story, interpreting the author’s opinions, and evaluating 
their own reactions to what they read. Students must master 
the Laubach Way to Reading Diagnostic Inventory--Student 
Reading Profi le and/or the Laubach Way to Reading Checkup 
for the preceding Skill Book level.

The Humanities Core provides students with a general survey of 
literature, philosophy, art, music, and architecture from various 
cultures. The course will focus on the paradigm shifts and 
underlying themes and values that have marked the development 
of history from the beginning of civilization to the modern day. 
This course will focus on Ancient Times to Renaissance, and is 
part I of a two semester sequence.
